Former VUT academic encourages
graduates to pursue lifelong learning

n 16 September 2024, the Faculty of Applied and Computer

Sciences welcomed back one of its own, Dr. Tozama Qweba-
ni-Ogunleye, as a distinguished guest speaker for the faculty’s spring
graduation ceremony. Dr. Qwebani-Ogunleye, currently the Pro-
gramme Officer for Africa and Overseas Partnerships at the Academy
of Science of South Africa (ASSAf), left a powerful impression on the
Class of 2024, reminding them of the transformative power of edu-
cation.

A former Project Manager in the Faculty of Applied and Computer
Sciences at VUT (2016-2022), Dr. Qwebani-Ogunleye has a rich aca-
demic and professional background. Her journey spans from being a
lecturer at Tshwane University of Technology and a researcher at the
Council for Scientific and Industrial Research (CSIR) to playing key
roles in national and international science organizations, including
Co-Chairing the South African Young Academy of Science (SAYAS) in
2021-2022. Throughout her illustrious career, Dr. Qwebani-Ogunleye
has epitomized resilience, leadership, and lifelong learning, and she
brought these themes to the forefront of her address.

In her moving speech, Dr. Qwebani-Ogunleye congratulated the
graduates, recognising the weight of their achievements and their re-
sponsibility as future leaders. “You are not just storytellers,” she told
them. “You carry narratives and lessons learned all the way.” These
words resonated deeply with the graduates, highlighting that their
journey does not end here but continues as they navigate the world,
armed with knowledge and experience.

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African and Sign Language Services
enhances graduation inclusivity

n a groundbreaking move for inclusivity and accessibility, the Vaal

University of Technology (VUT) celebrated its 2024 Spring Gradu-
ations with a significant enhancement in language services. For the
first time, graduation programs at VUT were not only available in En-
glish but were also translated into Sesotho and Sepedi. This initiative
is part of a broader effort led by the University’s African Languages
Development Unit (ALDU) under the Centre for Academic Develop-
ment (CAD).

Mr. Jacob Twice Thamaga, Manager of ALDU, emphasized that this
initiative aligns with Section 30 of the Bill of Rights, which guarantees
the right to use one’s language and participate in cultural life. “VUT
strives to give effect to this provision,” Thamaga explained. “While
English remains the primary language for formal ceremonies due to
historical and practical reasons, our long-term objective is to enhance
the quality of teaching and learning through multilingualism.”

The VUT Language Policy highlights the university’s commitment to
linguistic diversity. According to the policy, English will continue to be
used for formal events such as orientations and graduations. Howev-
er, translation services for speeches and informational materials are
now being offered in Sesotho and Sepedi, with other languages like
sign language, Afrikaans, isiZulu, and Xitsonga provided when feasi-
ble.

In a further commitment to inclusivity, VUT has introduced sign lan-
guage interpretation services at graduation ceremonies. Sign lan-
guage interpreters Ms. Mahlodi Boyce and Ms. Pumza Sikumba at-
tended all graduation ceremonies to facilitate communication for the
hearing impaired, ensuring that all attendees can fully engage with
the proceedings.

Thamaga highlighted that this approach is part of a broader strategy
to support historically marginalized languages and promote language
equity. “We are committed to developing and promoting historically
marginalized languages while also ensuring that all students, regard-
less of their linguistic background, can fully participate in the univer-
sity’s academic and ceremonial life,” he said.

The implementation of these multilingual services follows a success-
ful trial period during other university events. The HR hearing process
and the VUT-CAD Teaching and Learning conference both incorporat-
ed spoken interpreting in English, Sesotho, and isiZulu, with positive
feedback from participants. Building on this success, VUT has now
extended these services to its graduation ceremonies.

Moreover, VUT’s commitment to language inclusivity extends be-
yond ceremonial events. The university has launched Sesotho and
Sepedi Short Learning Programmes and is actively working on trans-
forming signages across the campus to reflect a more multilingual en-
vironment. Efforts are also underway to make the university’s website
accessible in various languages.

These initiatives reflect VUT's dedication to fostering a more inclusive
academic environment and addressing past injustices related to lan-
guage and cultural representation. As Thamaga noted, "By integrat-
ing these services, VUT not only complies with national imperatives
but also demonstrates a commitment to its core values of language
equity, equality, and fairness.”

The VUT 2024 Spring Graduations are not just a celebration of aca-
demic achievements but also a testament to the university’s progres-
sive approach towards multilingualism and accessibility. As the insti-
tution continues to develop and implement these services, it sets a
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benchmark for other universities striving to create more inclusive and
equitable educational environments.

Dr. Slabbert offered a moving passage of scripture to consider: Mat-
thew 6:31. This passage, which reads, "So do not worry, saying, ‘What
shall we eat?’ or ‘What shall we drink?’ or ‘What shall we wear?"” was
used to highlight a common concern among graduates about their
future. Dr. Slabbert observed, “You know what? If you know the Fa-
ther and the Son, then you have no reason to say that. You will con-
verse with them, and they will offer guidance. He advised graduates
to redirect their attention from financial concerns to a more spiritual
connection, suggesting that this connection would bring them the di-
rection and comfort they need.

n a touching ceremony filled with both sadness and celebration, the

Vaal University of Technology (VUT) awarded a posthumous Ad-
vanced Diploma in Chemical Engineering to Nyakallo Julliet Damane
on the 17th of September 2024. This emotional moment marked a
tribute to a life cut tragically short but celebrated for its remarkable
achievements.

Nyakallo Julliet Damane, originally from Botshabelo in the Free State,
would have turned 28 this year. Her academic journey at VUT began
in 2019 where she achieved a diploma in Chemical Engineering before
she embarked on her Advanced Diploma, which she was set to gradu-
ate for at this Spring’s Graduation ceremonies.

The ceremony was marked by a moment of profound respect as her
mother, Mrs. Mmanana Moahloli, accepted the diploma on her be-
half. As she walked onto the stage to receive the qualification, the au-
dience rose in unison, acknowledging not only the academic achieve-
ment but also the deep sense of loss felt by all who knew Nyakallo.

Speaking after the ceremony, Mrs. Moahloli described the moment
as bittersweet. “"Although it hasn't been easy,” she shared, "I have
made peace with what has happened. | take solace in the fact that
she made it. She achieved her dreams.”

Neo Moahloli, Damane’s cousin, also spoke with deep emotion about
the deceased. “Nyakallo was more than just a cousin; she was a best
friend and a sister to me. She had a passion for the finer things in life

and was enthusiastic about her future. It's heartbreaking that she was
not able to see this day, but we know she had already paved her way
in life and was excited for her graduation.”

Damane’s story, filled with promise and potential, is a reminder of the
fragility of life and the enduring impact of a person’s achievements.
Her dedication to her studies and her aspirations resonates through
the words of her family and the honour she received from VUT. As the
VUT community paid tribute to Nyakallo, it was a moment of shared
grief and pride, a testament to a life that, though brief, left an indeli-
ble mark on those who knew her.

In remembering Nyakallo Julliet Damane, the VUT family not only
celebrated her academic accomplishments but also embraced the
profound emotional connection that binds us all in our moments of
joy and sorrow.
